An activity is a note that a user posts to their stream. You can list a collection of activities from one user or you can
list a collection of activities as result of a search.

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Install

This package supports Python 2.7, Python 3.3, Python 3.4, Python 3.5
1. Install these packages and their requirements:
¢ Django>=1.8
¢ django-cms>=3.4
* google-api-python-client - 1.6.2
* python-dateutil - 2.6.0

2. Install cmsplugin-googleplus in your environment.

Configure

Settings

1. Configure django-cms

2. Add cmsplugin_googleplus and 'django.contrib.humanize"' tothe INSTALLED_APPS listin
your project’s settings.py.

Cache

The activities are cached so you need to:
1. Set up your cache system

2. (Optional) Decide the activities cache duration. Default is 5 minutes. Inside settings.py add:
